Shakespeare & 
tragedy: ‘Romeo & 
Juliet’ 

 

●​ Develops students’ 
awareness and 
understanding of a key 
element of GCSE English 
Literature (Paper 1 - 
Shakespeare).  

●​ Allows students to recap and 
develop key underlying 
concepts relating to 
Shakespeare and the play 
Macbeth, which they will 
study at GCSE. 

●​ Allows students to explore 
themes such as relationships, 
concepts of masculinity, love, 
hate and power.  

●​ Units are sequenced to allow knowledge and 
understanding to build on work done on A 
Midsummer Night’s Dream (studied in Y7) 
and The Tempest (Y8) and prepare for 
studying Macbeth in Y11.  

●​ Key aspects of contextual understanding and 
conventions of play structure are built upon, 
developing from Y7.  

●​ Prepares students for studying whole texts 
from a different time period, particularly with 
regards Shakespeare; exploring language, 
play structure and character 
progression/development. 

●​ Students will be able to:  
●​ Comment on the development of 

characters across a text.  
●​ Use judicious and well-chosen 

quotations from a text to support 
points.  

●​ Analyse writers' use of methods and 
comment on effects.  

●​ Identify key connections and links 
between the context of a text and the 
play itself.

●​ Introduces students to GCSE 
English Language Paper 2 

●​ Allows students to build on 
analytical and comprehension 
skills and add comparison 
skills.

●​ Continues a focus on reading complex and 
challenging texts.  

●​ Prepares students effectively for the English 
Language GCSE Paper 2 unit in Year 10. 

Students will be able to:  
●​ Develop an understanding of how to 

approach the ‘Language Paper 2’ 
exam, the skills they will need to apply 
for each question and techniques for 
reading, understanding and 
annotating an examination non- fiction 
extract.  

●​ Compare two texts including one from 
the 19th century.

Introduction to ‘A 
Christmas Carol’ 

 

●​ Introduces students to plot, 
theme and character as well 
as key contextual knowledge. 

●​ Prepares students for study of this text later 
in year 10, building long term retention with 
opportunities for recall and retrieval. 

●​ Students will be able to focus on 
exam technique as they study the text 
next year and use their analytical 
skills across all literature texts.

Power & conflict War 
poetry  

●​ Allows students to experience 
some of the GCSE poetry 
they will be examined on in 
Year 11. 

●​ Students will be able to build 
on knowledge and 
understanding drawn from 
studying of poetry in Years 7 
and 8. 

●​ Students will develop their 
understanding of language, 
form and structure through 
exploring a range of poems. 

●​ Allows students to explore 
themes such as war, conflict, 
relationships and love. 

●​ Begins to prepare students for their anthology 
poetry.  

●​ Continues a focus on reading complex and 
challenging texts.  
 

●​ Students will be able to:  
●​ Comment on a poets’ use of specific 

techniques and language. 
●​ Understand a range of language and 

structural devices. 
●​ Identify key connections and links 

between the context of a text and the 
poems.  

Reading analysis - a 
poetry comparison.
